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n May 1931 a box of American Indian antiquities reached the port of
I Piraeus, sent as a gift by the Cincinnati Art Museum to the Greek State,
with the aim of having them exhibited in the National Archaeological
Museum (NAM). The following year the NAM donated, in return, ancient

Greek vases to the Cincinnati Art Museum. Carl Blegen, the acclaimed
American archaeologist, contributed considerably to the negotiations
for this exchange. Exchanges of this kind were common in the Interwar
years and had an educational and diplomatic purpose. However, the
American antiquities that came all the way to Athens have never been
presented and their detailed list has not as yet been found.

Three terracotta vases with polychrome decoration, bearing catalogue
numbers of the Cincinnati Art Museum, were recently located in the
storerooms of the NAM. The vases, which are dated to the 18th and
the 19th cent. A.D., come from the Zuni river valley in Arizona and
belong to the Zuni tribe. Also, kept in the same storerooms for the past
93 years is a cardboard box that contains ancient stone weapons and
tools, neatly wrapped in newspaper pages of The Cincinnati Enquirer.
The stone objects fall under common types of hand axes, hammers,
adzes, scrapers, knives, projectiles and arrowheads, which were used
by the indigenous populations of Northeastern America between the
8th millennium B.C. and the floruit of the city of Cahokia, 1000 years
ago. The choice of this particular newspaper for their packing, dated
February 9th 1931, indicates that the contents were boxed in Cincinnati
In those days.

The inventory numbers of the vases, the typology of the ancient stone
artefacts and the encasing information encourage us to identify these
unexpected finds from the storerooms of the NAM with the official
American shipment of antiquities, which intended to introduce the
visitors of the biggest Greek Museum to the unknown civilizations of
North America.
